What You Need:

What You Do:

Tell your child to make a list of five
things they’re good at and enjoy doing.
As they write, encourage them by
telling them what you see in them, and
what gifts you think they have.

After they make their list, prompt your
child to think of a way they could use
what they’re good at to help others. Ask
them to write one way next to each item
on their list.

Talk About the Bible Story

Look back at your list. Can you think of a time when
you used any of the skills or gifts God gave you to
make a difference for someone? Explain.

What can you do when you want to help someone,
but you don’t think you have anything to offer?
